@ Each of the 15+ PRIMES will be looking for specific VENDORS
to meet certain needs. Once they express to us the types
of businesses they are looking for, we will publicize that
information and begin signing VENDORS up. VENDORS that
are certified or currently going through the certification
process are preferred by all PRIMES.
